There are many services available through the Internet. One mentioned at the last meeting is making 
DMV appointments and paying fees. Others are renting autos or making hotel/motel reservations. Come and 
explore what you can do with a computer and the Internet. 

 

A cousin from Seattle emailed me a problem that she was having running a video clip clip from an 
email she had received. Ir would run for a minute, pause then run for a minute more before it paused again. 
This can happen when there is insufficient memory (RAM [Random Access Memory]) in your computer. The 
computer is is pausing to download more of the file. The solution is to add more RAM to your computer. You 
can also try closing programs that are running in the background. Right click on an icon down at the bottom 
right of your monitor and left click on 'Exit' or 'Close'. 

 

It is also possible that you need to run the 'Defrag' utility from Programs/accessories/tools/Defrag. 
When you save or delete files to or from the hard disc the computer tends to scatter bits and pieces of the files 
all over. This uses up available memory that the computer uses for temporary RAM.

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PROPOSED CHANGES TO BY-LAWS 
The Board recommends to the General Membership the following changes to our By-laws.  
The rationale for adding the charitable designation to our organization is individuals or companies that 
make donations to us will be able to write off their donations for tax purposes.  We are currently ap-
plying for this designation. 
By not allowing Park Employees to be on the Board we avoid any conflict of interest they have be-
tween their jobs and representing residents. 
By making clear how absentee ballots are handled we are avoiding any confusion at the time of elec-
tions. 
We are suggesting the Tropics Travelers' be added to our Committees so that trips are accountable to 
the Residents' Club. 
 
Article II:  Section A:  Recommended change:  the same except for inserting “non-profit” 
Section A: THE TROPICS RESIDENTS' CLUB, INC. 
is a nonprofit charitable organization founded for the purpose of bringing together all residents in a 
spirit of friendliness and good fellowship to share in the pleasures of mobile home living, sociability's, 
entertainment and community betterment. 
As Section B now stands: 
Section B: NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF DIRECTORS: 
At the general meeting in the month of April, a Nominating Committee of general members shall be 
appointed by the President.  The Nominating Committee shall determine the Chairperson. 

1. It shall be the duty of the Nominating Committee of at least three general members to present 
the names of the nominees for the offices of President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, 
Breeze Editor and for five Board Members-at-large at the Regular Meeting held in May.  At 
said meeting the President shall also call for nominations from the floor. 

2. It shall be the duty of the Nominating Committee to prepare ballots of candidates. Absentee 
ballots will be permitted in case of vacations, jobs, hospital and special circumstances. 

3. Elections shall be done by secret ballot at the General Meeting in July. 
4. It shall be the duty of the Nominating Committee to count the ballots. 
5. A plurality of vote shall constitute an election. 

Changes proposed to Section B: 
Section B: NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF DIRECTORS: 
At the general meeting in the month of April, a Nominating Committee of general members shall be 
appointed by the President.  The Nominating Committee shall determine the Chairperson. 

1. It shall be the duty of the Nominating Committee of at least three general members to present 
the names of the nominees for the offices of President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, 
Breeze Editor and for five Board Members-at-large at the Regular Meeting held in May.  At 
said meeting the President shall also call for nominations from the floor. 

2. No Park Employee is eligible to run for any office of the Residents' Club. 
3. It shall be the duty of the Nominating Committee to prepare ballots of candidates.

stances.  Such ballots shall be requested from a member of the Nominating Committee.  The 
ballots will be delivered and signed for.  Ballots must be postmarked three (3) days before the 
election..
