I would like to help in the following:  

�   Decoration planning:  Meeting a week or two ahead of time to brainstorm ideas for walls and table 
decorations. This may also require follow through other stages. 

�   Decoration Purchasing:  Meeting a week or two ahead of time to either choose on line or go to stores to 
look for items to purchase which fit the plan. 

�   Decoration Making:  Meeting two or three days ahead of time to make centerpieces, wall or other deco-
rations which are event specific. 

�   Putting Up Wall & Ceiling Decorations:  Generally start at about 10am or 11am the day before the 
event. May require climbing ladders or step stools. 

�   Table and Chair Movement:  Generally done at 1:00pm the day before the event.  We set up the serving 
tables, the dance floor, removes unnecessary tables and chairs. 

�   Table Setting:  Generally done at 3:00pm the day before the event.  This puts tablecloths, place mats, 
plastic silverware, salt and pepper, centerpieces and other decorations on the tables. 

�   Unsetting Tables:  After the event removing and sorting salt and pepper shakers, centerpieces, unused 
place mats, silverware, throwing out used items and other trash, washing and drying folding and sorting table-
cloths. Taking apart table decorations and properly packaging.  This should not be done until the event has 
ended. 

�   Removing Wall & Ceiling Decorations:  Staying after the event to remove and sort and properly pack-
age wall decorations. Storing all decorations in back store room. May require climbing ladders or step stools.  
This will make the night later.  We do not do this until the event has ended.

Preserving the Past 
 

There have been endless innovations and discoveries constantly made possible through the use of personal 
computers. The P/C, as we call it, has given the individual owner access to many programs never available in 
the past. Some of the everyday routine procedures that we now enjoy had to be performed only through expen-
sive commercial businesses. This process usually required several time consuming trips to the printer and then 
excessive delays until the final product was completed.  

It has always been a struggle to accurately describe to another person the structure, color balance, and in-
tent of a piece of work. Aesthetic creativity had often been lost while another party tries to interpret our intent.  

We here at the B-Hive Computer Center, are privileged to have dedicated contributors who have worked 
thousands of hours, during over half of a century, perfecting their passions for accuracy and quality. One of our 
members is your distinguished editor of the “Breeze,” Mr. Ray Scott. He has generously offered to demon-
strate the use of the computer for restoring, enhancing, and saving old family movies: he uses a technique that 
converts them to DVDs. Stop by the B-Bug and sign up for a demonstration of how you too can preserve your 
old movie treasures and photos.  

 
The following message is from Ray Scott: 

 
I have always been interested in home movies .Over the years I had collected over twenty reels of 400 foot 

8mm film and more than twice that in 50 foot reels. When video tape cameras were developed for home use I 
bought one of those. All of that technology is now outdated with DVDs and digital video cameras that take 
very good movies. 

I wanted to edit my movies, adding titles and sound, but it is not easy with film and tape. Windows XP 
came with a free video editing program but I soon learned that while it is a very good editor it would not do all 
that I wanted. Digital still and video cameras came with video editing software that downloads the images 
from the camera to the computer and makes it very easy to add titles and effects and trim out bad shots. 

Originally I was going to project my 8mm film on a screen and take videos of it with my video camera but 
I knew that I would lose some quality. Then I discovered Denevi Video Transfer Service and had my film 
transferred to DVD by them. Most of the film is twenty to fifty years old and had lost a lot of quality with age. 
At the time I used Denevi they were giving customers a commercial quality computer program named 
SHOWBIZ2 that permits me to correct some of the deterioration and amateur photography. 

The program has many font styles and templates to help the editor with titles, effects and transitions. I have 
found though that while SHOWBIZ2 is a very good editor and the one that I like to use other editing pro-
grams have a feature or two that I need. MOVAVI VIDEO SUITE  makes it easier to batch convert from one 
file type to another and POWERDIRECTOR  allows me to sharpen out of focus video. These programs came 
with either the transfer service or the cameras. When I need to upgrade, which I do only every two or three 
years, I get the upgrades at a reduced price.
