TOPIC: WATER

As we have been told many times water is a critoalcern in a major disaster. The mini-
mum guideline is one (1) gallon per person and Bergper pet per household per day. Store
a week's water supply in containers that will beeasible in an emergency. If you use plastic
they are good for about a year. Then they neée t@cycled.

During an emergency when your stored watgone the water in the back of your toilet is
the same as the water that is in your sinks. Youatso use the water in your hot water heater.
The Disaster Committee will assist people who veasistance with using this water. It proba-
bly will need filtering and a couple of drops pailgn of chlorine bleach. In an emergency
where water purity is a concern, you can shut offrywater to protect the water in your hot
water heater from contamination.
