Tropics Resident Almost Loses Home

On April 23, 2009 the sole resident of a mobile ledmare at the Tropics was taken to
Kaiser Hospital. This resident had no one to lafikr his affairs or his home in his ab-
sence. During the months of May, June, and and afakily he was under medical
care and went from Kaiser to a Board and Careifiati€re in Union City.
The Tropics Management knew of his situation andne@bouts and sent all notices of
delinquency to pay rent and Notice of Lien Salaitohome address.
In July he had recovered well enough to return hoktis doctors and social workers
agreed .
On July 30th he returned home with a locksmithesinis keys were still in his house.
Upon arriving home he found legal notices postdab#t his doors
stating his home was going to be auctioned off agust 2. He found numerous no-
tices in his mail explaining the need to pay hi#t i@ he would be guilty of abandoning
his home. The resident took a check for thedlbunt he owed to the Tropics office
on July 31, They accepted the check but did not cashthémnsucceeding weeks.
Upon reading that there was going to be an aucidrns home, he contacted his social
worker who repeatedly requested Tropics Managetogmbstpone the auction in the
hope things could be worked out.
Two weeks prior to the auction date an Attorneytifie County was in touch with the
Attorney from The Park in hopes of stopping theceexlings. On the morning of August
27" the resident expected his home to be auctioned ffwever, at 10:30am (the time
of the auction) the Manager of the Park informesirbsident that the auction had been
postponed.
On August 31 the social worker contacted the resident andtiotdthings had been
worked out by the attorney for the County and tHfiec® would accept his check from
July and his September rent.

As of now this resident is back in good standing.
