DUTIES OF COMMITTEES

5 - FINANCE:

The Finance Chairperson shall be charged with overseeing that the annual Corporate Accounting Records are delivered
to the accountant by October 1st and shall be responsible to see that the Corporate Income Tax returns are filed by Dec.
15th

Proposed : revised By Laws Amendment concerning fi nance Committee
To Read as follows

5 - FINANCE:

A.There shall be a committee known as the Board of Trustees consisting of three (3) members. B No officer or director shall be a
member of the Board of Trustees.

C Trustees shall be elected by the General Assembly at the annual meeting. They shall serve for two (2) years or until
their successors are elected. There shall be no limitation on the number of times a trustee may be re-elected.

D. Two members of the trustees shall constitute a quorum.

E All meetings of the trustees shall be held at the principal office of the Resident club or such places as the trustees shall decide.
The members of the Board of Trustees will determine who is to be chairperson of their meetings and who is to take proper
minutes of their proceedings.

F. The members of the Board of Trustees shall serve without compensation.

G. Any vacancy in the Board of Trustees will be filled at the next regular meeting of the General Assembly by vote of the
members or by vote at a specially called meeting of the General Assembly.

H. Any member of the Board of Trustees can be removed at any time by vote of the members at a meeting of the General
Assembly.

The Board of Trustees is to have the following mini sterial powers:

(1) Itshall be the duty of the Board, of Trustees to oversee all financial affairs of the Residents club. It will make appropriate writ-
ten Inventories of all real and personal property of the corporation and revise said Inventories annually.

@ It will arrange for an audit of the books to examine all bank accounts of the corporation including bingo every three (3) months in a fiscal
year or four (4) Audits in a fiscal year.

It shall make such other reports to the General Assembly or to any other person or group as the General Assembly might direct In
this connection, the term audit is used as an independent verification of financial affairs by the trustees and no independent audit by an
outsider is required
(3) It will make a report at each annual meeting of the General Assembly of its activities
and findings for the prior fiscal year end at the September meeting.

(4) Any audit or report of the trustees must be approved in writing by at least two (2)
of the trustees in order to be a valid and hinding report
. (5) The Tropics Resident Club Treasurer will be present at all audits of the books by the trustees

(6) The Bingo Chairperson of the Tropics Resident Board will be present at all audits of the books by the trustees

SECTION A. OFFICERS AND OFFICER'S DUTIES

1. The President, or in his/her absence, the Vice-President, shall perform the following duties and functions:
a. Preside over all General Membership and Board of Director's meetings.
b. Sign as President all contracts and other instruments in writing when authorized to do so by the Board of Directors.

Residents" meetings. If three (3) consecutive absences have occurred without good cause, then it shall be up to the
Board to act on dismissal. A majority of the Board shall determine "good cause.”
2. The Vice-President shall preside over all meetings in the President’s absence. At the direction of the Board of Direc-
tors, the Vice-President shall perform any other Presidential duties during his/her absence.
3. The Secretary shall keep a record of the proceedings of the Corporation and its meetings. The Secretary shall keep
the Corporate Seal of the Corporation and shall sign, as Secretary, all contracts and instruments in writing when author-
ized to do so and affix the said Corporate Seal to all papers requiring a seal. The Secretary shall serve all notices re-
quired either by law or by the Bylaws of the Corporation, but in case of the
Secretary’s absence, inability, refusal or neglect to do so, then such notices may be served.
4. The Treasurer shall keep proper accounting books and cause to be kept and maintained accurate and correct ac-
counts of the affairs of the Corporation. The Treasurer shall cause all funds of the Corporation to be deposited in the
name of the Corporation and in such depositories as may be designated by the Board of Directors, which funds shall be
withdrawn and disbursed by checks drawn and signed as the Board of Directors may direct. The Treasurer shall render
to the (Directors) Trustees upon request, an account of the transactions and of the financial condition of the Corporation.
The Treasurer shall submit all transactions and disbursements of the Corporation to the Board of Directors for approval
prior to disbursing checks. The Treasurer shall have such other powers and perform such other duties as may be pre-
scribed by these Bylaws or the Board of Directors. The Treasurer shall close the books for the Corporate Fiscal Year
ending July 31 St and submit them to the Finance Committee before August 10th for audit purposes.

2. The Board must publish or post a draft of the by-laws to be amended so that they can be read and discussed this
must be done 20 days prior to the meeting date. At the meeting a motion is made to adopt the changes and seconded to
adopt the bylaws laws and make desired changes to each article of the bylaws.
3. If vote of two-thirds of those present vote yben the bylaws are a

Proposed New By-law
A. The Board of Directors and the Board of Trustees shall report to the General Assembly if any member of said bodies is absent
more than three consecutive meetings of said bodies in a row. In such case, the General Assembly may excuse the absence of
said person or may declare the position held by said person to be vacant and elect a new officer, Directors, Trustees or Breeze
editor.
B. Accusations of failure to comply with the articles, by laws or rules and regulations of the corporation shall be considered only
when presented in writing signed by the member making the accusation and setting forth in detail the nature of the offense com-
mitted and the time and place of the commission of said offense. Further, any such accusation must be signed not only by the
member but by two witnesses or supporting members.
C. Every accusation shall be delivered to the secretary of the corporation. The secretary shall forward the same to the
Board of Directors who will review the accusation to find if it is in order. If it is found in order, a copy of the same shall be
sent to the accused and the matter set for formal hearing. The hearing body shall be the Board of Directors of this cor-
poration. The accused shall be given at least two weeks notice of the time and place of the hearing and he shall be enti-
tled to have a member or nonmember represent him in the hearing and he shall be entitled to testify in his own defense
or remain silent, call witnesses in his own defense and be confronted in person by his accusers.
D. Any officer found guilty of an accusation of not complying with the articles, by laws and rules or regulations of this cor-
poration shall be subject to be declared removed from office.
E. The Board of Directors acting as the tribunal to determine the truth or. Falsity of the accusations made against the
accused shall make findings of fact and may recommend mere suspension rather than removal from office.
F. The secretary of the corporation shall within thirty (30) .days after the date of the hearing of charges will give written
notice of the decision of the Board of Directors to the accused. The accused then shall have ten days to appeal in writ-
ing to the General Assembly. If such appeal is made, the charges and the decision of the Board of Directors shall be
read at the General Assembly, discussion will be permitted, and then a vote taken to sustain or overrule the decision of
the Board of Directors

Article XII
Limitation of Powers:
Proposed new amendment
Without the approval of the General Assembly, no officer, director, trustee or any person or group of persons have any
authority to do any of the following:
A. Spend money of the corporation. (Reference Article VII Section C for Exceptions)
B..Sign contracts on behalf of the corporation. (Reference Article VII Section C for Exceptions)
C.Obligate the corporation in any manner whatsoever.
D. Enter into any agreement selling, leasing, encumbering, hypothecating or in any other, manner dealing with corporate
property.

E Borrow money on behalf of the corporation.

F. Loan corporate funds.

G. Dispose of corporate property.

The General Assembly may delegate to one individual or a group of individuals the right to do any of the foregoing acts
and the power of the individual to act shall be determined by reference to the resolution passed by the membership.
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
