What Does Medicare Fraud Look Like? 
 Fraud can be committed by medical equipment suppliers or employees, Medicare billing 
employees, physicians or their employees, telemarketers, and even beneficiaries.  
 It comes in a variety of forms—taking kickbacks, billing either for services not rendered 
or twice for the same service, charging for an excessive amount of equipment or supplies that 
the recipient can’t possibly use, ordering unnecessary lab tests, using someone’s Medicare card 
to obtain service. 
 Home health care fraud involves people coming to the home and offering products a per-
son doesn’t need or services, such as housecleaning or laundry, that may not be covered by 
Medicare. But a dishonest provider armed with the senior’s ID number may bill Medicare any-
way, for something entirely different.  
 The same thing that happens with scooters happens with wheelchairs and diabetic shoes. 
Someone comes to a senior center promising these goods, collects Medicare ID numbers, and 
leaves the senior with the bill—and often no products.
