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Tropics Disaster Team News

The Tropics Disaster Team is a part of the Traffic/Safety/Disaster Preparedness Committee which is now Co-
Chaired by Barbara Kowall (477-9872) and Stephanie Butler (475-8020). Disaster Team Meetings are usually
held in the Clubhouse Conference Room on the last Thursday of the month at 7:00 pm, and all committee
members and Team Leaders are invited to attend (call first to confirm there will be a meeting).

The park is divided into five areas, each served by one Team Leader. Each Team has one Block Captain
(previously called Area Coordinator) and a back-up on each block in the Area. The Block Captain and their
back-up form a team and share a walkie-talkie. Every month we do a Radio Check on the last Tuesday of the
month. Results of the last two radio checks have been mixed — some areas have everyone check in, and some
have none. Since we haven’t been in touch with everyone for the last few months, we are currently in the
process of calling all team members who have a walkie-talkie to confirm that it is working. We need to do this
now, not wait until there is an emergency!

The Disaster Team Needs Your Help!

We need two new Team Leaders and several Block Captains!

Recently we have had two Team Leaders resign due to poor health or other issues, so we need more volunteers!
If you live on one of these streets and can volunteer on this important team, please let us know. Currently we
need a new Team Leader in the following streets/areas.

Team 2: Samoa/Lanai*/Honolulu/Trinidad/Fiji*/Cumana

Team 3: 368-86 Tropicana/Tahitian/Waikiki/Kauai*/67-109 Palm

*These streets also need a Block Captain. The responsibility is a once-per-month radio check and meeting. The
Team Leader must also be physically able to get to the homes of others in case of an emergency.

We are also working to coordinate the Disaster Team with Neighborhood Watch and make a combined team
that not only serves in emergencies, but also helps us keep an eye on the neighborhood for day-to-day safety
concerns. If you have ever had some experience with community policing or neighborhood watch, please join
us!

Traffic and Safety Issues

If you have an emergency, always dial 911!

For traffic, theft or vandalism issues, where there is not an emergency or a threat to your safety, please report
any instances to the Union City Police Department at 510-471-1365 (for non-emergency business calls). They
may send an officer to your home to file a report, and you will need this report to file for any losses from your
insurance company. Please also report any such incidences to the Tropics Office at 510-471-8550 during
normal business hours. (The answering service will respond to after-hours problems.) There is a complaint
form available at the park office that you can complete if you have an issue that the park management needs to
address. However, please leave your name, address, and contact information or they will throw it away!

The speed limit within the park is only 15 MPH! Drive carefully — some residents are taking care of their
grandchildren during the day. If you see someone speeding on your street, please attempt to get the car
description and license plate number, so that you can file a police report. Take a picture if you have your
camera or cell phone handy! Always be aware of strangers hanging around in your neighborhood. If you do
not recognize someone that is walking in or around your (or your neighbor’s) property, please report this to the
Tropics Office right away.

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of June 9, 2011 General Meeting were read by Stephanie Butler and approved as read.

Treasurer’s report for June was read by Debbie Lependorf and copies were distributed and

explained (see separate report). Report was approved as corrected (see “b” below).

a) We asked for an increase in our budget from Millennium Housing from $709 per month to
$1,632 per month and the City approved this. It is expected to be reflected in our income
before the end of this year. The City also agreed to give Millennium more money for the rental
assistance fund.

b) Correction to Treasurer’s report, Snack Bar on 6/15 changed from “profit” to “loss” of $11.23.

c) Revenue from the vending machine has stopped, probably due to the break-in in May, but we
have not received a report from the vendor. The board was requested to write a letter to the
vendor requesting an itemization of the expense.
